
Neve Zuf was founded in 1977 on the site of a 

police station dating from the British Mandate 

period. The early pioneering families lived in the 

abandoned station they called “The Fortress”. There 

was one public phone, a communal kitchen, and 

bathroom; but it was home. There are now 230 

families living in Neve Zuf. More than forty of them 

are second generation children who have married 

and returned!  Young couples attract young couples, 

and mobile homes and single family homes are being 

grabbed as soon as they become available. 

Neve Zuf is a thriving community, one of the 

first in Samaria. Everyone knows each other and 

their children; holidays, births and marriages are 

celebrated together. Unfortunately, during the past 

years, the community has suffered immeasurable 

tragedy: two residents were killed, one a mother of young children and one a 

young soldier. Several others have suffered injuries from terrorist activities; some 

will be maimed for life. The people of Neve Zuf do not complain, knowing that 

people in Israel live a different reality… that sometimes it is a struggle just to live 

in and hold onto G-d’s land, recognizing the dangers and treasuring the good 

times. 

CFOIC Heartland has always understood and supported this reality, providing 

life-saving equipment for Neve Zuf’s First Response Emergency Teams. CFOIC 

Heartland helped repair and replace many units in Neve Zuf’s emergency home 

beeper system. Immediate and correct information can be the difference between 

life and death. These beepers allow residents to access local emergency personnel 

quickly, and in turn allows the municipality to notify them in case of an 

emergency. This year, the teams also need tactical binoculars, one for each of the 

three squads, to help survey and watch over the area. 

Security issues are not the only safety concerns.  The Fire and Rescue Team 

wants to invest in a rescue saw in case of trapped victims during a trauma 

situation.  In addition, the community ambulance needs a rechargeable LED 

portable area lighting system to assist the volunteers when they go out to answer a 

call.
