
Rosh Zurim is located in Gush Etzion (Etzion Bloc), 

which was originally settled by Jewish pioneers in the 

1940s. The Jordanian Army destroyed the Etzion Bloc’s 

four communities, including Ein Zurim, during Israel’s 

War of Independence  Members of the Religious Kibbutz 

Movement, determined to build community on the 

original site of Ein Zurim, founded Kibbutz Rosh Zurim 

in 1969. The Kibbutz is home to several educational 

institutions, including Sadna, a very special elementary 

school for handicapped children from all over Israel. 

Sadna’s program is flexible and places emphasis on 

the initiative of the students, requiring them to take an 

active role rather than the more conventional, passive 

one. Whether they suffer from Down’s syndrome, autism or cerebral palsy, each child 

has his own program designed to help him realize his full potential. The school has 

proven to be one of the greatest successes in Israeli special-needs education. 

Sadna, literally meaning “workshop”, boasts a variety of vocational and 

recreational workshops. The most worrisome part of caring for special children is 

knowing that they will always need care. Sadna thinks about their future. There are 

workshops in weaving, ceramics, carpentry, recycling and photography. 

Sadna’s stables and corrals function as a therapeutic horseback riding program, 

where the children learn to be responsible for the full care and cleaning of the horses 

and the stables. In this healthy atmosphere they establish contact with the animals, feel 

unconditional love and acceptance and practice caring for someone other than 

themselves. Some of the older children have also become riding coaches and the Sadna 

stables provide riding lessons and therapy for children from all over the region, with 

the active participation of the special children of Sadna. Through the riding program, 

the Sadna children are not only receiving but are giving of themselves to others! 

The Dairy Farm is another venue for “giving” as it teaches the children the value of 

hard work while providing them with the satisfaction of the fruits of their labor. The 

children care for the goats, milk them and make yogurt and cheese. 

Some of the buildings are shabby and in terrible disrepair. Renovations would allow 

the staff and children greater comfort and efficiency. Some of the mobile homes on the 

grounds of Sadna, if properly restored and repaired, could be used as extra classrooms 

and workshops.
